It is
non-renewable.

Eligibility Requirements:
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Candidate’s parent/guardian must be a resident of Bloomingdale, as defined
on the Bloomingdale Neighborhood Association website:
www.Bloomingdale.Life

Proof of residency requirement is required before scholarship disbursement.

Candidate’s parent/guardian must be a member of the Bloomingdale
Neighborhood Association in good standing. Membership must be current
when the submission of an application occurs.

Candidate must be a graduating high school senior from the Bloomingdale
Community.

Candidate must have, according to the latest available Progress Report, at
least a weighted 3.2 grade point average. Proof of grade point average will be
required before disbursement.

Candidate must be accepted at a 2 or 4 year accredited college or university.
Students may apply for a scholarship prior to acceptance, but proof of
acceptance will be required before scholarship disbursement.

The award will be made without regard to financial need.

Children or grandchildren of current Bloomingdale Neighborhood Association
Directors or Staff are not eligible.
